No crossover between WT and WTC classes

SEI/ASI approved helmets are required for all participates under the age of 18. No helmet waivers accepted.
Age is as of January 1st of current year.

No hitting, abuse, or excessive force will be tolerated. Exhibitors may be asked to leave without refund.

Stallions require a handler of 18 or older.

All dogs must be leashed and are not permitted in the horse arenas or holding areas.
No training equipment.

Proper tack, equipment, and attire is expected.

Ponies are defined as 14.2 HH and under.

NSF Fee will be applied to bounced checks.

Liability forms are required for all handlers on the grounds.

No EMTs will be on-site.

Leadline and Walk-only may not enter any additional riding classes.

All out of state horses need to be accompanied with a health certificate. MFSC not responsible for lost/stolen items. Please
clean up your area before leaving grounds. In case of discrepancies, show committee decisions are final.

Show will be held drizzle or shine. If hazardous conditions/heavy rain exist, please watch Menomonee Falls Saddle Club FB
page for updates.

All liability waivers need to be signed by parent or legal guardian. Liability forms must be signed by all handlers on the
grounds (not JUST riders).

Entries must be made 2 classes ahead.

Ranch classes do not require proper ranch attire/equipment.

Additional Highpoint Rules:

Age as of January 1st of the current year.

High point must be entered before the conclusion of halter classes

May enter multiple high points. However, no crossover for wt and wtc unless separate horse/rider combo.
Must enter at least one halter class to be eligible for high point. Halter placing will not count towards points. Showmanship
is tie-breaker, if needed.

Jackpot classes do not count towards points.

Chosen high point divisions are FINAL.

Must attend 2 of 3 shows for year end buckle eligibility.

All high point rules apply to each Horse/Rider combination.

Exhibitors must keep the same back number per series for point tracking.

Daily high point awards will be awarded at the conclusion of all show results.

Please be patient while we calculate points.
